The Corps Foundation 
assists through grant-funded projects 
and by partnering with a wide range of 
organizations to enhance these 
educational activities. Examples 
include:  
• Developed a campaign with a U.S. 

Coast Guard grant in cooperation 
with the USACE.

• Partnering with Friends of Barren 
River Lake on development of a 
website sustaining volunteer 
programs, water safety, conservation 
and stewardship.
