1. General

1.  Personnel   (TO)

1.  All persons shall be physically and emotionally qualified to perform the duties to which they are assigned.







2.  Tools

1.  Improper tools

1.  All hand tools shall be in good repair and used only for the purpose for which designed.









2.  Defective tools

1..Tools having defects that will impair their strength or render them unsafe shall be removed from service.









3.  Improper use of hand tools or materials



1.  Throwing tools or materials from one location to another, from one person to another, or dropping them to lower levels, shall not be permitted.







3.  Personal protection

1.  Inadequate or inappropriate footwear

1.  Protective footwear such as rubber boots, protective covers, ice clampons, safety boots, etc., shall be worn by all persons who are engaged in work which requires such protection.









2.  Inadequate or inappropriate hand protection

1.  Persons handling rough, sharp-edged, abrasive materials or where the work subjects the hands to lacerations, punctures, burns or bruises shall use hand protection.









3.  Inadequate or inappropriate clothing

1.  Employees shall wear clothing suitable for the weather and work conditions.  The minimum shall be short-sleeve shirt, long trousers, and leather or other protective work shoes or boots.  Canvas, deck, or tennis shoes are not acceptable.







4.  Environmental hazards

1.  Insects, vermin, or snakes

1.  Protection against hazards involving insects, vermin, or snakes shall include the following controls:

a. boots, hoods, netting gloves, masks, or other personal protection

b. repellants

c. inoculation

d. approved first-aid remedies for employees

e. instruction in recognition and identification









2.  Poisonous plants

1.  In areas where employees are exposed to poison ivy, oak, sumac, or other poisonous plants, the following protective measures, as pertinent, shall be provided:

a. appropriate protective clothing, gloves, etc.

b. protective ointments

c. approved first-aid remedies for treatment of affected skin areas

d. instruction in recognition and identification
