Identify the principal steps involved and the sequence of work activities
Analyze each principal step for potential hazards
Develop specific controls for each potential hazard.

1.  The cleanup and/or working in Public Use Areas by Camp Hosts.
Unknown materials: chemicals, poisons, acids, solvents from Drug Lab Operations.

Drug Lab materials

Needles and suspected blood and body products.


Wear gloves, standard shoes (no sandals) and long pants.  Show caution while removing refuse and debris from camp areas.  Do not pick up or any unknown substances, such as buckets, bottles of unknown chemicals.  All unknown substances should be considered dangerous.  Avoid inhaling fumes.  Report suspected substances immediately to COE Ranger/ Manager personnel who will contact the County Sheriff or OSBI.

Receive training by Park Ranger about hazards associated with Drug Lab Operations.

Do not pick up or handle suspected injection needles or materials with blood or body fluids. Notify the Park Ranger or Manager.  Once cleared for removal, wear rubber gloves and bag materials in Blood Borne Pathogen bags.  Needles must be secured in a sharps container or equivalent, such as a beverage bottle with screw on top. 

2.  Trash removal (barrel pickup)
Needles and suspect materials
Wear gloves, safety shoes, long pants and minimum short sleeve shirt. Look for any protruding objects. In the event of injection needles and blood/body fluid materials, follow the requirements of the Blood borne Pathogen Program and dispose of materials separately.  Alert the Park Ranger/ Manager.
