1. Repairing trailer hookup pedestal

     a.  replacement/repair of wiring/equipment in pedestal



1.  Electrical shock

1.  All work shall be by personnel familiar with code requirements and qualified for the class of work to be performed.

2.  Whenever possible, all equipment as well as circuits to be worked on shall be de-energized before work is started and personnel protected by clearance procedures and grounding.

3.  When it is necessary to work on energized lines and equipment, rubber gloves and other protective equipment or hotline tools meeting the provisions of the ANSI J-6 Series shall be used.

4.  Equipment or circuits that are de-energized shall be rendered inoperative and have tags attached at all points where such equipment or circuits can be energized.

5.  Portable metal or conductive ladders shall not be used near energized lines.

6.  All electrical wiring and equipment shall be of a type listed by UL or Factory Mutual Engineering Corp for the specific application (and right for the job).







     b.  replacement of entire pedestal housing-handling tools

1.  Hand abrasions

1.  Persons handling rough, sharpened, abrasive materials or where the work subjects the hands to lacerations, burns or bruises shall use hand protection.







     c.  replacement of entire pedestal housing-chipping away asphalt/soil cement surrounding pedestal

1.  Foreign object in eye

1.  All persons exposed to operations which subject the eyes or face to dust or flying particles shall use eye protection and/or face protection.







d.  transportation

1.  Vehicle accident

1.  Seat belts shall be worn.

2.  No vehicle shall be stopped, parked, or left standing on any road or adjacent thereto, or in any area in such a manner as to endanger the vehicle, other vehicles, equipment, or personnel using or passing that road or area.
