RECOMMENDED CONTROLS







1. Fuel spill

1.  Overflow of tank in or onto boat or water

1.  Dispensing outlets from tanks above ground shall be equipped with a UL listed automatic closing valve without a latch-open device.











2.  Spill on clothing

1.  Workers shall be required to guard carefully against any part of their clothing becoming contaminated with flammable or combustible fluids.  They shall not be allowed to continue work when their clothing becomes so contaminated.









3.  Spills and/or explosion

1.  Handling of all flammable liquids by hand shall be in safety containers with flame arresters.







2.  Explosion/Fire

1.  Smoking or proximity to open flame

1.  Smoking or open flames within 50 feet of where flammables are being used or transferred or where equipment is being fueled is prohibited.









2.  No knowledge of or inaccessible shut-off switches

1.  Clearly identified and easily accessible switches shall be provided at a location remote from dispensing devices to shut off the power to all dispensing devices in an emergency.









3.  No, inadequate, or inaccessible fire extinguisher

1.  Each service or fueling area shall be provided with at least one fire extinguisher having a rating of not less than 20-B:C located so an extinguisher shall be within 75 feet but not closer than 25 feet of each pump.









4.  Motor left running while refueling

1.  Equipment using flammable fuel shall be shut down during fueling, servicing, or maintenance.









5.  Static electric spark

1.  All tanks, hoses and containers of 5 gallons or less shall be kept in metallic contact while flammable liquids are being transferred. 







3.  General

1.  Person

1.  All storage, handling, or use of flammable and combustible liquids shall be under the supervision of qualified persons.









2.  Equipment

1.  All tanks, containers, and pumping equipment, portable or stationary, used for the storage or handling of flammable and combustible liquids, shall be listed by UL or FM or approved by the Federal Agency having jurisdiction such as the  U. S. Coast Guard or the MSHA.
