1.  Reading traffic counters

     a.  travel to and from traffic counter location

1.  Auto accident

1.  Operate at a speed no greater than is reasonable and proper with due regard for weather.

2.  Stop vehicle off roadway or as far to the right as possible in view of approaching traffic with vehicle flashers activated.

3.  Inspect area around vehicle prior to backing.

4.  Wear seatbelts.









2.  Auto pedestrian accident

1.  Look both ways before crossing or entering a roadway.

2.  Wear high visibility reflective vest.







     b.  reading and/or repairing counter

1.  Material in eye

1.  Wear eye protection equipment.









2.  Insect bite

1.  Wear protective clothing such as boots, gloves, masks, etc.

2.  Apply repellants.

3.  Treat infested area with insecticide.

4.  Inoculation of sensitive employees.

5.  Instruction in recognition and identification of hazardous insects.









3.  Poisonous plants

1.  Where practical, the plant should be removed or destroyed.

2.  Apply protective ointments.

3.  Cleanse affected areas of body with soap and water when exposed.

4.  Immunization treatments for sensitive employees.

5.  Instruction in recognition and identification of poisonous plants.









4.  Laceration, cut or abrasion to skin

1.  Inspect work area and equipment for hazardous conditions and correct before continuing work.

2.  Wear proper clothing and safety equipment (gloves, boots, hard hat).

3.  Create awareness through active safety program.

4.  Instruction in first aid treatment.









5.  Exposure to severe inclement weather

1.  Wear clothing suitable for weather and work conditions.

a. Summer—minimum shall be short sleeve shirt, long trousers, and protective work shoes.

b. Winter—dress in layers; take off layers when activity increases and put on layers when it decreases.
