1. Cutting logs into manageable lengths

1.  Chain saw laceration

1.  Chain saw operator shall follow manufacturer’s operating instructions and shall carefully inspect saws prior to use.

2.  The operator will hold the saw with both hands during all cutting operations.

3.  The chain saw must never be used to cut above the operator’s shoulder height.

4.  The idle speed shall be adjusted so that the chain does not move when the engine is idling.

5.  The operator will shut off the saw when carrying it over slippery surfaces and when adjacent to personnel.









2.  Blisters

1.  Persons handling rough, sharp-edged, abrasive materials or where the work subjects the hands to lacerations, punctures, burns, or bruises shall use hand protection.









3.  Back strain

1.  Safe lifting  practices shall be used when sawing and lifting are done.  

2.  Back shall remain straight and lifting will be done with the legs.









4.  Pinch point

1.  Each action will be appraised as to the future reaction.  For example, as the log is cut, is it going to move and if so, which way will it go?









5.  Hearing impairment

1.  Operators will wear personal protective equipment as prescribed by the designated authority (eye, ear, hand, and leg protection are required as a minimum).









6.  Fire

1.  The chain saw will not be fueled while running or hot or near open flame.

2.  The saw will not be started within 10 feet of a fuel container.







2.  Load drift and debris onto trucks

1.  Cable lacerations

1.  Persons handling rough, sharp-edged, abrasive materials or where the work subjects the hands to lacerations, punctures, burns, or bruises shall use hand protection.









2.  Loading equipment failure

1.  Defective slings shall be removed for service.

2.  Wire rope shall not be secured by knots, except on haul back lines on scrapers.

3.  Wire rope clips attached with U-bolts shall have the U-bolts on the dead or short end of the rope.

4.  The clip nuts shall be retightened immediately after initial load carrying use and at frequent intervals thereafter.



























3.  Miscommunication between operator and choker-setter spotter

1.  While hoisting equipment is in operation, the operator shall not perform any other work and he/she shall not leave his/her position at the controls until the load has been safely landed or returned to ground level.

2.  A standard signal system shall be used on all hoisting equipment.









4.  Unqualified operator

1.  Machinery and mechanized equipment shall be operated only by designated qualified personnel.









5.  Improper operation of equipment

1.  Machinery or equipment requiring an operator shall not be permitted to run unattended.

2.  Machinery or equipment shall not be operated in a manner that will endanger persons or property, nor shall the safe operating speed or loads be exceeded.

3.  End-loader buckets, dump bodies, bulldozers, and similar equipment shall be either fully lowered or blocked when being repaired or when not in use.







3.  Load drift and debris onto trucks and haul away for disposal

1.  Unqualified operator

1.  Every person operating a motor vehicle shall possess at all times, while operating such vehicle, a permit valid for the equipment being operated.









2.  Improper operation of equipment

1.  No vehicle shall be driven at a speed greater than is reasonable and proper, with due regard for weather, traffic intersections width and character of the roadway, type of motor vehicle and other existing conditions.

2.  The operator must at all times have the vehicle under such control as to be able to bring it to a complete stop within the assured clear distance ahead.

3.  No vehicle shall be driven on a down-grade with gears in neutral or clutch disengaged.

4.  All vehicles carrying loads which project beyond the sides or more than 4 feet beyond the rear of the vehicle shall attach a red flag not less than 12 inches square, to the end of the load.

5.  Seat belts will be worn at all times.

6.  No vehicle shall be stopped, parked, or left standing on any road or adjacent thereto, or in any area in such a manner as to endanger the vehicle, other vehicles, equipment, or personnel using or passing that road or area.

7.  All hoist levers shall be secured to prevent accidental starting, to keep the operator in the clear.

8.  All trip levers for tailgates on all dump trucks shall be arranged to keep the operator in the clear.

9.  When backing or maneuvering, operators will take the applicable precautions outlined in 08B04.

10. All loads will be dumped on level terrain or heading up or down slight incline—never crossways to the slope.
