Identify the principal steps involved and the sequence of work activities
Analyze each principal step for potential hazards
Develop specific controls for each potential hazard.

1.Unload and store material from delivery truck into storage area.
Back strain
When possible, forklift will be used to unload material and stack in storage area.  Workers will be given training for proper method of lifting and carrying material.

2.  Remove material from storage area and stack in building.
Back strain

Possible trip hazard
When possible, forklift will be used to unload material and stack in storage area.  A clear, unobstructed path will be made from truck to building entry.  Entry stairs shall be cleared of any obstructions.  Clear paths shall be established within room where material stocked,  material will be placed in room so that it does not create a trip hazard.

3. Install insulation on piping or equipment.
Possible puncture wounds or cuts.

Falls from ladders

Trips and fall hazards

Electrical shock

Hazards from use of contact adhesive (Armstrong 520 adhesive)

Possible hazard of atmospheric conditions.

Other Hazards
Knives used to cut insulation shall be kept in a sheath or tool box when not in use.  Knives shall not be carried unsheathed in pants pocket.  Knives shall not be carried unsheathed while ascending or descending a ladder.  Knives shall a ladder.  Knives shall not be left unattended.  Ladder is to be inspected by worker prior to use. Ladder to be used shall be opened up fully with spreader bar securely locked in place.  Ladder shall be placed upon a firm, flat plane.  Debris or liquids shall be removed from the area prior to ladder placement.  Ladder shall be placed so that worker does not have to reach beyond ladder to perform the work.  The top and top step of the ladder shall not be used as a step or seat.  Ladder shall not be moved, shifted, or extended while occupied.  Materials being used in work area shall be placed in such a manner that clear, unobstructed walkways are established.  Debris generated by installation of the insulation shall be frequently removed from the immediate work area so that worker's feet will not slip, causing a fall.  Debris shall not be allowed to accumulate.   Clean-up shall be done on a daily basis.  Worker shall inspect all electrical cords for cuts, nicks or frays prior to using.  The male end of the cord shall have a ground prong intact.  All electrical cords will be plugged into a GFCI protected circuit.  When working in the crawl space electrical cords shall be routed away from any standing water.  Cross ventilation shall be attained when using adhesive.  Workers shall not smoke, or allow any open flames, when using adhesive.  Workers using adhesive shall become familiar with the MSDS for this product prior to usage.  Crawl spaces on this job have been classified as permit-required confined spaces.  All workers shall attend confined space training at Great Plains Vo-Tech prior to performing any crawl space work.  Workers shall abide by all provisions of the contractor's confined space written program.  In the event the crawl spaces are reclassified, workers shall abide by all provisions of the program pertaining to non-permit required confined spaces.  Workers shall wear hard hats at all times.  When required, workers shall use approved personal protective equipment for the protection of his/her eyes, ears, lungs, skin or body extremeties.
