Handling of Creosote Treated Timbers prior to and after cutting.


1. Skin contamination

2.      Eye Contamination
1. Exposed areas of the skin, which may come into contact with timbers, shall be protected. This would include wearing gloves for hands and having forearms covered if necessary.

2. Care should be taken to avoid rubbing other areas of the body, including eyes and face, with contaminated gloves, etc

3. Safety glasses shall be worn at all times.

4. Debris should be immediately swept up and disposed of properly.

Cutting Creosote Treated Timber


1. Cuts, scrapes, burns

2. Inhaling wood dust or preservative vapors
3. Eye and skin irritation
4. Hearing damage
1. Operator of chain saw shall insure that there is no loose clothing, drawstrings or other items of clothing that can be grabbed by mechanical cutting equipment. Operator shall also don the proper leather chaps to add protection to the lower body in the event of kick back.
2. Operator of the chainsaw and personnel in the immediate vicinity shall insure the following Personal Protection Devices and actions are taken to protect themselves from exposure to creosote contaminated dust. 
A. Respiratory Protection consisting of a cloth respirator for filtering dust.

B. Eye protection by using vented safety glasses in lieu of regular safety glasses.

C. Clothing and hood to protect exposed areas of skin. This would consist of gloves for hands, hood to minimize face and head exposure, and long sleeves to protect the arms. The use of disposable paper type coveralls is highly recommended to reduce contamination of the operators clothing. If regular clothing is used, then clothing should be washed after each shift or more often if it becomes contaminated.

D. Employees shall washed face and other easily accessible areas after cutting is completed.

3. Operator shall wear the proper hearing protection during cutting and should avoid contaminating earplugs and other equipment by handling items with contaminated gloves.

4. Face shield shall be worn at all times during cutting.
