1. Courtesy docks

a. removing docks for repairs

b. repairing dock



1.  Traffic in dock area

1.  Use flagman.







     

2.  Hand and finger injury

1.  Use smaller pin to remove large hinge pin as pin is driven out.









3.  Slipping and falling

1.  Wear floatation work vest.

2.  Do not work alone.









4.  Body injury

1.  Check wench and wire rope for safe operation.









5.  Loss of vehicle

1.  Use chock blocks.

2.  Driver remain in control of vehicle.









6.  Traffic hazard

1.  Place dock in area not to impede vehicles and flag or mark.









7.  Eye and body injury

1.  Wear correct goggles for eye and face protection and wear gloves. 









8.  Eye, face and ear injury of flying objects and burns

1.  Use shield and correct welding hood.

2.  Wear proper clothing.

3.  Wear ear protection.







c.  installation of dock

1.  Same conditions as removal

1.  Reverse removal procedures for installation.







2.  Placing buoys in lake

a. loading and hauling buoys and weights

b. working with cables on lake

1.  Back strain

1.  Use proper lifting and carrying procedures.









2.  Cuts and pinched fingers

1.  Employees should wear proper hand protection.









3.  Fall into water

1.  Employees wear PFD’s when working on or around water.
