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TULSA DISTRICT ANNUAL CONTRACTOR AWARD FOR SAFETY EXCELLENCE

1.  PURPOSE.  To set forth the responsibilities and procedures for recognizing safety excellence by honoring the construction contractor whose significant safety and/or occupational health accomplishments are deserving of the Tulsa District Annual Contractor Award for Safety Excellence.

2.  APPLICABILITY.  This OM applies to all contractors performing work under the jurisdiction of the Tulsa District.  It is  designed to select and to recognize the contractor whose management of a particularly hazardous, complex, or large scale construction project has been exemplary.  Civil, military, and hazardous and toxic and radiological waste (HTRW) projects are included within the scope of such work.

4.  SELECTION PROCEDURES.  A panel comprised of the following individuals will review nominations submitted by area office(s) or independent resident or project office(s), and recommend one contractor to the District Commander for award approval:

    Chief, Engineering and Construction Division

    Chief, Safety and Occupational Health Office

    Chief, Technical Management Branch  
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5.  AWARD CRITERIA AND PROCEDURES.  The panel will consider only completed projects.  A project is considered completed once beneficial occupancy has occurred.  Contractors will be nominated for a particular project completed during the previous calendar year.  A sample memorandum is included as Attachment 1.  Nominations received from area office(s) shall include the following information:

    a.  The name and address of the contractor.

    b.  The name, contract number, and description of the         project.

    c.  A description of the hazardous nature, complexity, or    scale of the project and a list of the accidents and exposure experienced on the project.

    d.  A copy of the contractor's workers compensation claims report for the project.  (This is a report issued by the contractor's workers compensation insurance carrier, which details the compensable accidents experienced on the project by the prime contractor and the subcontractors.)  The reporting period for this report may be for either the completed project or the project at the 80 percent completion point.  The contractor may be nominated for any of the following accomplishments:

        (1)  Extended number of employee hours without a lost time accident.

        (2)  Extraordinary frequency or severity rates achieved while performing high hazard work.

        (3)  Demonstrated excellence in the management or initiatives of safety and occupational health programs as demonstrated by a continuing downward trend in the number of accidents, injuries, or illnesses.

        (4)  Other significant achievements in the overall field of safety and occupational health that are worthy of recognition.

    e.  A copy of the contractor's official performance evaluation, SF 1420, in which the contractor has received an outstanding rating in the safety rating element.

    f.  A description of those attributes of the contractor's safety and health program which allowed the contractor to achieve excellence on the project, and an explanation of why this contractor should receive recognition from the District Commander for this project.
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Nominations shall be submitted to the Tulsa District, Safety and Occupational Health Office, between 1 January and 15 February following the calendar year for which the nominations are made.  The panel will recommend the award recipient to the District Commander no later than 15 March.

6.  AWARD PRESENTATION.  The Contractor Award for Safety Excellence will be presented to the contractor by the District Commander.  An award plaque will be presented to the contractor in recognition of the contractor's efforts.  An article on the award will be developed for the Tulsa District Record, and appropriate news releases will be managed by the Public Affairs Office.
