POTENTIAL SAFETY/HEALTH HAZARDS
RECOMMENDED CONTROLS

Identify the principal steps involved and the sequence of work activities
Analyze each principal step for potential hazards
Develop specific controls for each potential hazard.

1.  Material storage and handling.
Tripping, falling, inadequate passageway.

Fire in lumber storage areas.


Maintain safe storage areas with proper aisle clearance between rows of lumber.  Lumber to be stacked at a maximum height of 16 feet.  Fire extinguishers to be provided at storage area.

2.  Equipment/Tool Usage.
Cuts, eye injuries, contusions, excess noise, electrical shock.

Fires from fuel powered tools.
All equipment to be safety checked prior to start up.  Personal protective equipment to be worn as necessary for the work at hand.  Guards to be in place on all power tools and not removed or rendered inoperable.  Power cords to be in proper working condition.  Powder actuated tool operators to be properly trained and have certification card in possession while using tool.  Proper eye and ear protection will be used at all times during PAT usage.  PAT, shots and pins to be kept in a locked container when not in use.  All fuel-powered tools to be shut off during refueling.  No smoking during refueling.  Only OSHA approved gas containers to be used on the job and must be stored a minimum of 10' from equipment.  Fire extinguishers to be kept a minimum of 8' from equipment.  All compressors to be equipped with safety valve at manifold outlet.  All pneumatic hoses to be securely fastened at all connections.  All pneumatic tools to be equipped with approved safety retainers for prevention of accidental discharge.

3.  Framing
Nail punctures, tripping, back injuries, head/eye injuries, falling
Proper work boots to be worn-no tennis shoes or open toed shoes allowed.  Hard hats and eye protection to be worn at all times.  Ear protection and/or gloves to be worn as necessary.  Work areas to be kept neat and clean.  Scrap lumber to be stacked in designated areas.  Stairs, hallways, passageways to be kept clear to provide safe movement of employees and equipment and to provide emergency access/exit.  Stairs and temporary handrail to be installed before beginning work on second floor.  All leading edges above 6 foot will be provided with a temporary guardrail 42" high and a midrail at 21" above the floor.  Train employees in proper lifting techniques with bent knees and back erect.  Use equipment such as cable and loaders to lift heavy objects.  Ask for help from others.  Think before lifting.  Protruding nails to be pulled or bent to eliminate hazard.

4.  Joist installation.
Trips, falls
After walls are securely braced, top plate span will be loaded with the joists by the forklift, and spread one at a time laying flat, working across the span.  After joist are rolled and secured, plywood sheathing will be installed working from the previously installed sheet across the span, always on solid flooring.  

5.  Truss installation.
Falls
Prior to lifting the trusses, all perimeter walls will be securely braced.  All trusses to be hoisted by a forklift and laid flat on top plates.  Trusses are spread one at a time, by hand, providing a walking surface as working across the span.  Immediately after three trusses are rolled and stood, braced and secured, truss installers will tie off to secured trusses using a lanyard and full body harness.  During the installation of the roof sheathing and the fascia, the framers will be tied off using a lanyard and full body harness.

6.  Operation of equipment.
Untrained operators, defective equipment, injured personnel

Slipping/falling off equipment, incipient fires
Only qualified persons shall be assigned as operators.  Equipment checklists shall be maintained and followed.  Equipment must be checked daily for safety compliance and serviced on a regular basis.  Operator shall never leave machine or make repairs while it is still running or mobile.  Climbing on and off while equipment is running is prohibited.  Seat belts shall be used at all times.  Equipment to be kept free of mud, grease, oil, etc.  Only operator allowed on any part of equipment.  Running boards and steps to be provided with non-slip surfaces.  No tools shall be left lying on any part of equipment.  All equipment to have at least one fire extinguisher rated 5 BC.

7.  Emergency help.
Choking, minor injuries, first aid, etc.

Accident reporting
First aid facilities are located at

And Superintendent vehicles.  Two employees will be certified in CPR and First Aid.  Report all accidents immediately.

8.  Training
Safety/Health/Accident prevention
Employees will review Safety Handbook.

9.  Hazard Communication Standard
Potential exposure to hazardous material
All shipments of products considered hazardous under HazCom must be properly labeled and accompanied by the appropriate Material Safety Data Sheet (MSDS).  All employees will be trained in the "Right to Know" Standard, understand MSDS forms and labeling, safety measures, and have access to all MSDS's. 

10.  Housekeeping.
Tripping, littering, pollution, rodents, insects, fire
All debris to be put in dumpster on a continuous basis to avoid debris blowing around project.  Lunch/snack scraps shall be put in dumpster immediately after break.
