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SUMMARY OF SAFETY MANUAL TRAINING REQUIREMENTS, EM 385-1-1


	(3 SEPTEMBER 1996)











1.  The Corps Safety Manual, EM 385-1-1 (3 September 1996), contains a number of safety and health standards that require general or specific safety and health training.  The Safety Office has received several requests for a list of required training that managers and employees could refer to help them meet these requirements.  This document summarizes current required safety and health training requirements.





2.  The training by EM 385-1-1 is, to the extent possible, summarized in less-formal English, shortened somewhat, and paraphrased if possible so that the sense of the training requirement is still conveyed in full.  You may wish to refer to the original standard before completing your training plans.  In some cases, especially when you must deal with complex OSHA health standards such as asbestos, lead, and silica, it will probably be most effective to call the Safety Office for help before making final decisions about required training.





3.  The best way to avoid accidents is for us to be trained in the safe way to do our jobs.  Please call the Safety Office if we can help you to accomplish our shared goal of Zero Accidents. 	By Safety Manual EM 385-1-1 (3 September 1996)





 1.  01.B.01.  All employees shall receive initial and continuing safety and health training.





 2.  01.B.03.  Safety meetings shall be held monthly for supervisors and weekly for project                    employees.





 3.  03.A.02.a.  Designated first aiders shall receive first aid training every 3 years and CPR                   training every year. 





 4.  03.A.06.  Designated first aiders shall be trained in bloodborne pathogens protection on an             annual basis.





 5.  05.A.03.  Users of respirators shall be trained in all aspects of respirator usage.





 6.  05.E.01.  The required written respiratory protection program for users of respirators shall             train employees in the requirements of this section, OSHA respirator standards, and ANSI             Z88.2. 





 7.  05.J.02.   At locations where employees work over or immediately next to water, lifesaving            personnel shall be trained in use of skiffs before work begins and at least monthly thereafter.





 8.  06.A.03.b.  Users of testing and monitoring equipment shall be trained in its usage in                       accordance with equipment manufacturers= instructions.





 9.  06.B.01.  Employees shall receive training in the Material Safety Data Sheet (MSDS)                      information for all hazardous substances they use, store, or dispose of.  





10.  06.H.01.  Employees engaged in abrasive blasting operations shall be trained in all procedures         to be followed and in the use of necessary Personal Protective Equipment (PPE). 





11.  06.I.06.c.  Permit-required confined space (PRCS) entrants, attendants, and entry supervisors         shall receive training specified in Table 6-2.





12.  06.I.09.a.  Permit-required confined space rescue/emergency team members shall receive                training in proper use of PPE and equipment used in rescues. 





13.  06.I.09.b.  Each member of the permit-required confined space rescue/emergency team                   members shall practice PRCS rescues at least once every 12 months.





14.  08.A.03.  All employees shall be informed of the meaning of signs, tags, and labels used in              their workplace and the precautions required by them.            


15.  09.E.04.  Initial and annual portable fire extinguisher training shall be provided for employees         who use them.





16.  10.A.01.  Welders, cutters, and their supervisor shall be trained in the safe operation of their           equipment, safe welding/cutting practices, and welding/cutting respiratory and fire                          protection.





17.  12.B.01.  Employees shall be trained in the purpose and the function of hazardous energy                control procedures (lockout/tagout).





18.  12.B.02.  Employees shall be retrained in hazardous energy control procedures when their             job, processes, or inspection reveals a need for retraining.





19.  13.E.02.  Only qualified operators shall operate explosive actuated tools.





20.  14.A.01.  Employees shall be trained in and shall use safe lifting techniques.





21.  16.C.05.a.  Crane operators shall be instructed in and qualified for each type of crane or                  derrick they operate, be qualified by examination procedures in Appendix G, and complete              24-hour crane operator courses every 3 years with an annual 8-hour refresher course.





22.  16.M.04.  Drilling crews shall be trained in equipment operation, inspection, maintenance,               safety procedures, and overhead electrical line and underground hazards.





23.  18.B.01.  The principles of defensive driving shall be practiced.  District policy is for all                  employees who operate motor vehicles in the performance of their assigned duties to be                  trained in the principles of defensive driving every 3 years.





24.  18.D.01.  All ATV operators shall complete an ATV training course before operating an                  ATV.





25.  19.A.04.  Monthly drills shall be held on each shift for floating plant(s) which have a regular            crew.  Drills include abandon ship/boat drills, fire drills, and person overboard or rescue                  drills.





26.  21.A.16.  Employees who might be exposed to fall hazards shall be trained by a competent              person in accordance with all elements of 21.A.16.





27.  21.G.11.  All employees involved in crane-or derrick-hoisted personnel platform use shall               hold a meeting prior to the lift that reviews the requirements of 21.G. and the activity hazard          analysis.





28.  22.J.04.  Only personnel trained in the use of elevating work platforms can operate them.








29.  22.K.03.  Only personnel trained in the use of vehicle-mounted elevating and rotating work             platforms can operate them.





30.  23.A.01.c.  All employees engaged in demolition activities shall be instructed in the                         demolition plan so that they may work in a safe manner.





31.  28.D.02.  Prior to conducting on-site HTRW activities, all USACE and contractor personnel          shall successfully complete a 40-hour HTRW safety and health training course followed by an         8-hour annual refresher course. 





32.  28.D.03.  Employees engaged in on-site HTRW activities shall receive site-specific training             meeting the requirements of 28.D.03.





33.  30.A.08.  Dive team members shall have current nationally recognized certification in first aid         and CPR.





34.  31.A.03.  All employees engaged in tree felling shall be instructed as to exactly what they are          to do.





35.  31.A.04.  Employees engaged in tree maintenance and removal shall be instructed in the safe          and proper use of all equipment provided to them.





36.  31.D.02.  Employees working with a brush chipper shall be trained in its safe operation.
