Identify the principal steps involved and the sequence of work activities
Analyze each principal step for potential hazards
Develop specific controls for each potential hazard.

 1.  Loading and transporting equipment.
Instability

Flying straps or chains

Trailer disengaging from truck

Equipment leaving trailer

Collisions with objects and vehicles
Load equipment only on level stable surfaces.  Use loading ramps.  Align equipment on trailer for balance and to distribute weight.  Use ratchet type devices for tightening tie downs.  Use case hardened chains.  Insure compatibility between ball and hitch.  Use safety chains and check connections during transport.  Secure equipment on trailer.  Avoid sudden starts and stops.  Adjust speed in curves and during turns.  Make allowance for trailer when passing and turning.  Adjust mirrors for best view before departure.  Use guide when backing.

2.  Equipment operation.
Instability

Snapping limbs and flying objects
Inspect path for holes and other dangerous features.  Avoid slopes which exceed equipment limits.  Wear goggles.  Watch for objects which might snap, fly and limbs entering operator area.

3.  Controlled burning.
Uneven terrain

Flames
Wear proper footwear.  Step carefully and avoid tripping hazards.  Wear fire retardant clothing.  Set fire from upwind side.

4.  Tree planting.
Injurious positions and moving equipment

Sharp objects

Exposure to weather


Get help with heavy loads and lift correctly.  Avoid awkward positions.  Watch moving parts of mechanical tree planter and keep body parts clear.  Wear gloves.  Be aware of limbs and other objects when turning and bending.  Wear clothing suitable for weather.  Cease operation if weather threatens.

5.  Preparing food plots.
Moving equipment

Heavy loads
Heed back up alarms.  Insure operator sees you approaching.  Lift correctly.  Get help if load is too heavy.

6.  erecting and cleaning nesting boxes.
Heights

Splinters

Stinging insects

Injurious positions
Insure ladders have stable footing, don't overreach.  Wear PFD when working over water.  Wear gloves.  Handle wood carefully.  Check boxes before opening.  Use insect spray.  Stand close to hole when using post hole diggers.  Lift properly.  Use caution when walking in mud.  Keep body parts clear of post drivers and heavy objects.

7.  Constructing and placing
Heavy objects

Falls into water
Lift properly.  Use partner for heavy loads.  Wear PFD and step carefully.
